Please note that mail-in ballots must be postmarked by Tuesday, June 2, 2026 and received by the Morris
County Clerk’s Office no later than Monday, June 8, 2026. Do not return mail-in ballots to your polling
place. The mailing address is Morris County Clerk, P.O. Box 315, Morristown, NJ 07963.

Voter Registration can be completed online and forms are also available at the Morris County
Administration & Records Building, any Municipal Clerk’s office, and through the League of Women
Voters. You can also register to vote at a New Jersey Motor Vehicle Agency while applying for or renewing
a driver’s license or non-driver identification card.

1) In-person by delivering your form to Morris County, Administration & Records Building, 10 Court
Street, Morristown, NJ 07960

2) By mail by sending your form to the Morris County Commissioner of Registration, PO Box 900,
Morristown, NJ 07963

3) Online by visiting https://voter.svrs.nj.gov/register - you will need a current and valid driver’s license
or non-driver identification card issued by the New Jersey Motor Vehicle Commission OR a social
security number and the ability to upload your signature online
